Each resident may bring up to five (5)
boxes or bags of paper to be shredded at no charge. The Shredding Network, the
company providing this service, utilizes a cross-cut shredding machine to ensure the most
secure destruction of documents. Items acceptable for shredding: bank information,
cancelled checks, outdated bills, mortgage and loan receipts, medical data, obsolete
invoices, letters, envelopes, ledgers, any other clean paper. All of the paper shredded will
be recycled.
