If you believe you have been the victim of Identity Theft or Fraud, please contact the  

Dispatch Center at (216) 932-1800. The dispatcher will ask you specific questions and 

will then send an officer out to speak with you further and complete a report. You may 

also come into the police station anytime and to speak with an officer.  

 

You are also encouraged to contact the Federal Trade Commission (FTC), which is 

responsible for receiving and processing complaints under the Identity Theft and 

Assumption Deterrence Act.
